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What does this warning mean?

The warning indicates that some of the events chip coordinates are outside of the valid range, so
tg_resolve_events cannot compute grating coordinates for them. Most grating observations will cause
the tool to generate this message. It may be ignored, as long as the number of events outside the valid range is
a small fraction of the total number of events in the file. For example:

(38950 / 5866359) * 100 = 0.663955

Since there are 5866359 events in the file, the 38950 for which grating coordinates were not computed make
up just 0.66% of the total events.
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
